OPERATION
Battery Charging
The battery charging is completely controlled. 
Thereby, the best possible battery 
maintenance is achieved, as well as the 
elongation of its duration. When the battery 
has completely charged, it charges with a 
maintenance current.

Battery Cut-off
The luminaire enters in this operation when 
the mains power supply fails and battery has 
lost its energy. During this operation the 
luminaire enters the idle state and battery 
consumption is negligible, in order to be 
protected from deep discharge.

Manual Test
This test can be done by pressing the test 
button. The light source and the emergency 
circuit of the device is monitored. The manual 
test can be conducted only if the mains power 
supply and the battery is connected. During 
this test period all indication LEDs are OFF. 

Automatic Operational Test
This test includes all the operations that 
provide the manual test and is conducted 
automatically every 15 days. In order to be 
performed, the mains power supply and the 
battery should be connected. 

Automatic Autonomous Test
The Automatic Autonomous Test is conducted 
and measures the device’s back up operation 
and emergency duration. This test is 
conducted automatically every 6 months. In 
order to be performed, the mains power 
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supply and the battery should be connected 
and fully charged. If the battery is not fully 
charged, the test is postponed until the battery 
is completely charged. If during this test, the 
autonomy is less than nominal then the battery 
fault led turned on continuously and the 
battery must be replaced. 

Back Up Operation
The autonomous duration of battery during 
emergency mode is at least three hours. 
During emergency mode, a light source test is 
also performed.

Resetting Errors
Push the Test button for more than 5 seconds, 
to delete all the indicated LED errors. Then  
the device enters regular operation mode.

Changing The Operating Mode 
(maintained or non maintained)
Press and hold the TEST button for more 
than 5 seconds. The luminaire will erase first 
the errors (3 LED indicators will light in 
succession) and after 5 seconds the LED 
Lamp Fault will remain lit steadily. When the 
TEST button is released, the luminaire will 
change between maintained or non 
maintained mode. The change is recorded 
permanently in it’s memory.

Battery installation and replacement process

1. Dismantle the luminaire step 1 of the installation instructions (page 3). Unfasten the 2 screws, and 
gently remove the plastic base from the aluminum profile.
2. Unfasten the 2 screws without moving the marking panel.
3. Slide out carefully the electronic parts. Be careful to support the marking panel.
4. Ιnstall the battery’s connector or replace the battery with a new one with its battery’s connector to 
the appropriate P.C.B connector. 
5. Slide in carefully all the electronic parts (take care of the battery cables).
6. Refit the marking panel and fasten the removed screws in step 2, and then, the screws of the step 
1. Follow the step 3 and 4 of the installation instructions (page 3)
WARNING!! Use a maximum torque of 0,5Νm to tighten the screws.
